Students should click on "Register Now"
You will be asked to enter your school code. Enter 343225
The next screen that appears gives you two options:

· If you have previously registered with College Board for any reason that means you are already a member. Members should already have a username and  password and should use the left side of the screen to proceed.

· Everyone else should use the right side of the screen to begin the registration process to become members. Click on "Sign Up " in the lower right hand corner of the screen. The next screen will ask you to "Tell us about yourself". Choose "I am a student" and click "Submit" .
